16:18, Romans 7:2-3) and live in harmony with one another (I Peter 3:8, 
Romans 12:16). 

  Why do you think people have perverted the image of sexuality? 
 

Conclusion: Christians should avoid all forms of sexual sin (I Corinthians 6:19-20, 

Galatians 5:19-23, Ephesians 5:1-5, Colossians 3:5-6, I Thessalonians 4:3-7, 
Revelation 21:7-8).  God’s plan is good.  God loves sex!  He created it, and each of us, with 
a wholesome purpose but we’ve found all kinds of ways to be evil (Ecclesiastes 7:29).  Let 

God’s Word teach you what you need to know about sex (Hebrews 13:4, Song of 
Solomon).  Let’s pursue amazing love!

Introduction: God loves us!  He is so good to us!  He is the Greatest Giver!  Loving and 

giving is inherent in His character.  Christians are called to be like God.  Are there some 
things we can learn from God?   How can we give like God?  How can we love financially?

Introduction: This will be our final lesson in this series.  We have learned much about love.  

However, in order to love one another we need to learn how to interact with one another.  If 
we want to pursue the biblical mandate to love one another, then we need to focus on 
things we can do to show our love to one another.
